	Walk or drive along sides of airstrip, not down middle.  Do not leave vehicle on airstrip

	Access to Water 
	Banks may be slippery or crumble leading to fall into water and risk of drowning.
Uneven ground along whole length. However, particularly mammal burrows and iron hoop in wooded section   

Collapsed fencing may create hazard – barbed wire along bank and potentially obscured by vegetation. Particularly 50 to 100m along bank from car park

	Check bank for signs of slip or undercut.  Exercise caution when ascending or descending banks.  In case of doubt select another swim. 
Look where walking and wear appropriate footwear. Take care on footpath through wood  in case of burrow holes, fallen wood and other obstructions.

Survey access route before attempting, checking carefully for hidden wire.  Notify Committee immediately if any instances found.



	Angling
	Casting of lines with weights or fly, risk of injury from tackle.
Risk of electrocution – lightning.
Wading – risk of drowning

Hygiene – risk of leptospirosis

Risk of drowning from falling in.

	Appropriate headgear should be worn (hat and eye protection).
Do not fish in thunderstorms.

Wear appropriate flotation device, use suitably soled waders and carry a wading stick.  Wading should be avoided.
Cover any cuts, sores or scratches with waterproof plasters or gloves; disinfect any wounds that occur at the waterside; wash your hands or cover food with a wrapper before you eat; do not put your hands in your mouth after immersing in water and never place bait or fishing line in your mouth; do not touch dead animals. If you develop flu like symptoms that persist tell your doctor that you may have been exposed to leptospirosis so that it can be considered in the diagnosis. Do not leave food, ground bait or bait on the bank
Wear appropriate flotation device.
